• Start a new club.  More clubs mean more open spots for new folks to join  

4-H.  Any certified and enrolled volunteer can work with a group of 5 

members from 3 different families to start a new club.  Let the Extension 

office know you are forming, what your new club name will be, and we can 

help with the paperwork. 

• Mentor new volunteers and clubs.  For those of you who have been around 

awhile, one thing that is proven to get new volunteers and clubs off the 

ground is mentorship from those who have been there and done that.
